EIS for Spencer Gulf
The Liberals have announced that they will follow Labor's plan for the economic expansion of Port Bonython at Point Lowly but without an EIS, the planning is inadequate and a recipe for more degradation of the Gulf. The site of the proposed bulk commodities port is in the cuttlefish exclusion zone, which is currently being considered for a marine park. 
 
“It's 2010 and we're still suffering from Labor's ill-advised 1992 decision to zone the area for industry” said Darian Hiles, United Party candidate for the Legislative Council. “They didn't know much about the cuttlefish then” he said. “There's no point in degrading the environment and our tourism industry just because someone thinks of another bright idea. Short term, one-dimensional thinking will gradually destroy every industry in time”.
 
Basic common sense shows that an EIS for the whole Spencer Gulf is essential before any more development takes place. Then the fishing, aquaculture, tourism and mining industries, with all their associated jobs and economic benefits, can work together without undermining the environment and each other.
