Multi-Party Government Needed

The following facts have been ignored in this election campaign:

Fact 1: Our constitution assumes that elected representatives are the primary focus in elections.

Fact 2: The advertising for the election of the major parties is focussed on the candidates for Prime Minister but they are only figureheads, in effect puppets, at the pleasure of their parties. We do not vote for the Prime Minister, only our local representative, and there is no guarantee the Prime Minister will stay in that position. There is a case for challenging this as misleading advertising.

Fact 3: The elected representatives are the only constant in the voting process.

Thus regardless of political philosophy, we urge voters to vote for the people on the ballot paper. The current misleading advertising has only continued because once one of the two parties wins power it has total control of the House for the next 3 years and therefore no reason to make a change. The public cannot change Parliament until the next election and then it simply passes control to another monopoly power group.

The only way for Parliament to be held accountable is from within, which can only be achieved if no party has absolute power. We need multi-party government. Then even a major party has to negotiate with others and cannot simply railroad through any legislation that it likes.

This would bring democracy to Parliament.

It can be achieved this election by voting for minor parties and independents before the major parties and thus working to remove the majority power of a single party.

The flyer attached encourages voters to vote for real people, i.e. the ones on the ballot paper. Currently voters are led to believe that when they put a 1 in a box next to a candidate’s name they are voting for a Prime Minister. We all know that there is no guarantee in that.

We need a multi-party government to bring honesty, accountability and reliability into Australian politics.
